--umask M: set umask to M (local and remote, default: 0077)

--remote-path PATH: use PATH as borg executable on the remote (default: “borg”)
--remote-ratelimit RATE: set remote network upload rate limit in kiByte/s (default:
O=unlimited)

--consider-part-files: treat part files like normal files (e.g. to list/extract
them)

--debug-profile FILE: Write execution profile in Borg format into FILE. For local
use a Python-compatible file can be generated by suffixing FILE with “.pyprof”.
--rsh RSH: Use this command to connect to the ‘borg serve’ process (default: ‘ssh’)
